The powers( повноваження) of the monarch are not defined precisely (невизначеніточно). Everything today in Great Britain is done in the Queen’s name. It is her government, her armed forces, her law courts and so on. She appoints all ministers, including the Prime Minister. Everything is done however on the advice of the elected Government, and who takes no part in the decision – making process.
    When the Queen was born on 21 April 1926, her grandfather, King Georg V, was on the throne and her uncle was his heir. By the terms of Parliament Act of 1949, the Lords may not disapprove other bills if the have been passed by two successive annual sessions of the Commons. The power of the crown to veto legislation has not been exercised in over 280 years.
